Association Member Customers:
The 18 members of the Association, together with their affiliated organizations, serve more than 3.8 million Wisconsin residents and include 21 of the top 25 health insurers in Wisconsin.     

State employee health plan – 14 plans and affiliates serve 221,000 state and local government employees, retirees and others in the state employee health plan (as of April 2009).
BadgerCare Plus – 15 plans serve 470,000 enrollees in BadgerCare Plus (November  2008).  Health plans have expanded their enrollment capacity to accommodate the increasing numbers enrolling in BadgerCare Plus.

SSI – 6 plans serve 24,967 enrollees in the Medicaid managed care program for recipients of supplemental security income (SSI) (November 2008).  

Association Member Performance:

Wisconsin health plans make themselves accountable to consumers, employers and state government by collecting and publicly reporting standardized measures of performance.  Wisconsin health plans helped develop the Healthcare Effectiveness Data and Information Set (HEDIS), now consisting of 71 measures of health care delivery.  Wisconsin health plans consistently score above the national average on key HEDIS measures.  
Wisconsin plans are responsible stewards of their customers’ money:  In 2007, health plans returned roughly 91 cents in health care services for every $1 of insurance premium received.  They spent less than 10 cents on administration, and profits remained among the lowest in health care:  less than 2 cents of every premium dollar.
